Dear friends,

on Friday, June 25, the state of emergency at the Charles University was called off, so today was
the first working day since October 2020, when neither the Czech Republic nor Charles University
was under the state of emergency.

Today, the Rector of Charles University issued directive No. 27 /2021, which, as of today, calls off
the general obligation to perform work from home, which was valid at Charles University since
March 10, 2021. Work at our university is therefore returning to the usual regime, at least
concerning the personal presence.

All this, together with the low numbers of newly infected and hospitalized, are indeed good news
that we have been looking forward to for some time.

Most of you are interested how the next semester will look like. We have no simple answer; it will
depend on how the epidemic situation in the Czech Republic will look like at the end of the
summer, which virus variants will spread with the increased mobility of people, and how our so
far only partially vaccinated population will cope with them.

[ would therefore like to ask you to use the opportunity to get vaccinated if you have not already
done so. Not only will this help improve the prospects for the return of full-time teaching, but as a
member of the scientific and academic community, whether you are a staff member or a student,
you will also take a share of responsibility for the herd immunity in our country.

Please also consider taking a PCR test after returning from abroad or from any high-risk area, even
if it is not obligatory. The spread of various covid variants could complicate the return of life to
normal not only at our faculty, but throughout the country.

Before we go on holiday, the end of the academic year awaits us. Due to the shift of the semester
and the extension of the examination period to include whole July, it is necessary - similarly to the
last year - to offer examination dates also during the summer holidays, especially in July and
September. [ ask you all to be flexible in various non-standard situations, to offer remote exams
when students need them, etc. Although the situation has significantly improved, the personal
situation of many students still might be difficult.

The past academic year has certainly been very challenging for all of us. Thank you all for the way
you have coped with the pitfalls of remote social life and with the discomfort resulting from them.
[ wish you all to rest well during the summer so that we meet in September refreshed and in
person.
