Predevsim je diilezité rict, Ze harmonogram akademického roku 2023/24 se na MFF UK neméni,
vyuka ve zbytku zimniho semestru za¢ind podle planu dne 3. ledna, navazovat bude fadné
zkouskové obdobi zacinajici v pondéli 15.ledna a koncici 18. inorem. Také budovy MFF UK budou
otevieny pocinaje 2. lednem ve standardnim reZimu. Jedinou vétS$i zménou nachazejiciho
zkouskového obdobi je tak sniZeni poctu odevzdavanych listinnych verzi studentskych praci (0D

26/2023, ¢l. 4, odst. 4).

Nékteré studijni povinnosti ¢asti studenti MFF UK jsou zajistovany FF UK, kde je vyuka az do
konce semestru zrusSena, pribéh zkouskového obdobi je volnéjsi a budova FF UK na Palachové
namésti zlistane az do konce ledna uzaviena. Témto studentim poslala za pomoci naseho
prodékana pro studium M. Kulicha prislu$né informace prodékanka pro studium FF UK pani
Andrea Huddkova. Pokud by vsak prece jen panovaly néjaké nejasnosti ohledné konce semestru
a pribéhu zkouseni, studentiim rdd pomiiZe situaci vyjasnit opét prodékan M. Kulich.

Mnoho z nas je stale jeSté hluboce zasazeno udalostmi 21. prosince, nékteii bohuzel prisli v onen
den o své blizké. I naddle plati, Ze v pripadé potieby se mohou vyucujici, studujici i dalsi
zaméstnanci fakulty obracet na psychologickou pomoc, kterou je také mozno hradit z Nada¢niho
fondu UK. Na hlavni stranku MFF UK jsme nechali umistit ¢tyri zdkladni odkazy tykajici se nejen
moznosti krizové pomoci, ale i dalSich doporuceni na podporu psychického zdravi. V priibéhu
ledna se také budou konat setkdni zamétend na podporu odolnosti v rdmci mimotradné udalosti,
bliZe se o nich miiZete dozvédét na tomto odkazu.

Chci vas vSechny v této souvislosti znovu pozadat o vstificnost a toleranci nejen po zbytek semestru,
ale i v priibéhu zkouskového obdobi. Pedagogové jisté dokazi pochopit, Ze nékterymi studenty
mohl ¢in jejich vrstevnika otiast zasadnéji. Vérim, Ze matfyzacti vyucujici dokazi vétSinu
nestandardnich situaci vykomunikovat se studenty sami. Pokud by se vSak ukazalo, Ze by néktery
student ¢i studentka potiebovala specificky pristup v ramci delSitho obdobi, at’ se s divérou obrati
na studijniho prodékana Kulicha, ktery takovou pomoc nabizi a pokusi se vzdy nalézt reSeni dané
situace.

I kdyZz udalosti 21. prosince mohou v nas rezonovat jesté néjakou dobu, je potieba se vratit
k ¢innostem, které univerzitni prostredi charakterizuji predev$im: k védecké a pedagogické praci
a k ¢innostem tuto praci podporujicim, ke konzultacim, seminaiim, k setkavani u spole¢nych caji
a kav. Pokusme se prosim navzdory vSemu, co se prihodilo, povaZovat fakultu i naddle za oteviené
spolecenstvi studujicich, vyucujicich, védeckych pracovniki a dalSich zameéstnanci.

To rozhodné neznameng, Ze se fakulta hodla tvarit, jako by se nic neprihodilo. Mdme v imyslu
nechat si podrobnéji rozpracovat jiz existujici bezpecnostni studie tykajici se naSich budov jako
tzv. mékkych cilli a spolupracovat v ramci probihajici diskuse na toto téma na celé UK. Relevantni
zavéry této diskuse bychom chtéli realizovat pokud mozno v kratkém ¢asovém horizontu. Pfrizndm
se, Ze v diskusich v ramci UK jsem spiSe proti zavedeni turniketd, které opraviiuji ke vstupu pouze
na Cip nebo priikazku (to by ostatné nezabranilo vstupu ani ozbrojeného studenta ani ozbrojeného
zaméstnance). Nejsem ani naklonén myslence zavadéni bezpecnostnich rami, monitorujicich, zda
do budovy nejsou vnaseny zbrané. Takové ramy by postradaly smysl, kdyby nebyly soucasné
hlidany poucenou ¢i dokonce ozbrojenou osobou, kterd by dokazala v kritické chvili zasdhnout,
a to by nutné znamenalo preménu fakultnich budov v jisty druh pevnosti. Domnivam se a vérim,
Ze 21. prosince $lo o ojedinély tutok psychicky labilni osoby, a Ze takto zdsadni opatieni nebudou
potiebnd. Mame vSak zdjem napriklad na instalaci systému KISS (Krizovy informacni a svolavaci
systém), ktery umoziuje rychlé zasilani zprav v pripadé mimoradnych udalosti, chceme také
zvazit moznost instalace Kkrizovych tlacitek vbudovach a vkoordinaci s UK smérovat
k vypracovani metodickych podkladi jak v krizovych situacich jednat.

Dear friends, colleagues, students,

The holiday break is coming to an end and many of you are wondering what the beginning of 2024
will look like and if and how it will be affected by the tragic events that took place on December
21 at the Faculty of Arts of Charles University.

Immediate steps

First of all, it is important to say that the academic calendar 2023 /24 remains unchanged at MFF
UK, with classes for the rest of the winter semester starting as scheduled on January 3, followed
by the regular exam period starting on Monday 15 January and ending on February 18. Also, the
MFF UK buildings will be open as usual starting from January 2. Thus, the only major change to
the upcoming exam period is the reduction in the number of printed versions of student work to
be submitted.

Some of the courses of some of the students of the MFF UK are provided by the Faculty of Arts.
These classes are cancelled until the end of the semester. Moreover, the exam period will be more
flexible there. The building of the Faculty of Arts at Palach Square will remain closed until the end
of January. With the help of our Vice-Dean for Studies M. Kulich, the Vice-Dean for Studies of the
Faculty of Arts, Ms. Andrea Huddkov4, has sent relevant information to these students. However,
if there are any uncertainties regarding the end of the semester and the examination process, the
Vice-Dean Kulich will be happy to help students clarify the situation.

Many of us are still deeply affected by the events of December 21, some of us sadly lost loved ones
on that day. Teachers, students, and other faculty members can still turn to psychological help if
needed, moreover, some cost can be covered by the CU Endowment Fund. The MFF UK home page
now highlights four links regarding not only crisis assistance options, but also other mental health
referrals.

In this context, [ would like to ask you all again to be supportive and tolerant not only for the rest
of the semester but also during the exam period. Teachers can certainly understand that some
students may have been more fundamentally shaken by the actions of their peer. I believe that our
teachers can communicate most non-standard situations with students themselves. However,
should it become apparent that any student needs specific support over an extended period, they
should definitely contact the Vice-Dean for Studies, M. Kulich, who offers such assistance and will
always try to find a suitable solution.

Longer outlook...

Although the events of 21 December may be on our minds for some time to come, it is necessary
to return to the academic activities that determine the university environment in the first place:
to scientific and pedagogical work and to activities supporting this work, to consultations,
seminars, to meetings over tea and coffee. Please, let us try, despite all that has happened, to
continue to view and form the faculty as an open community of students, teachers, researchers
and other staff.

This certainly does not mean that the faculty intends to pretend as if nothing has happened. We
plan to extend the existing security studies regarding our buildings as soft targets and to
collaborate in the ongoing CU-wide discussion on this topic. We would like to implement the



relevant conclusions of this discussion as soon as possible. I admit that in the discussions within
the CU, I am rather against the introduction of turnstiles that only allow access by chip or badge
(this would not prevent from entering armed students or staff, anyway). Neither am I in favor of
the idea of introducing security frames for monitoring weapons. Such frames would be
meaningless unless they were guarded by an instructed or even armed person who could
intervene at a critical moment, and this would necessarily mean turning faculty buildings into a
sort of fortresses. I believe that the attack on December 21 was an isolated attack by a mentally
unstable person and that such fundamental measures will not be necessary. However, we are
interested, for example, in the installation of the KISS system (Crisis Information and Summoning
System, in Czech Krizovy informacni a svoldvaci systém), which enables messages to be sent quickly
in the event of emergencies. We also want to consider the possibility of installing crisis buttons in
buildings and, in coordination with the UK, to work towards drawing up guidelines for crisis
situations.

Conclusions

[ would like to thank everyone for the calmness and confidence with which they took the first swift
action on the afternoon of December 21 - locking down all buildings at the time when it was not
at all clear whether this was an isolated attack or whether other CU buildings were also at risk.
[ would also like to thank the overwhelming wave of solidarity with all those immediately affected
by the tragedy. The UK Endowment Fund raised an incredible amount of more than CZK 50 million
during the week. Do not hesitate to use these funds also to cover any form of psychological help
you have received or will receive in connection with December 21.

Dear friends, it is true that the shooting in the University building cast an unpleasant shadow on
the life of the academic community of Charles University. However, as we all know, the period after
the winter solstice also brings a period when the shadows begin to shorten gradually.

[ wish you all the best in year 2024.
